1. Terms of Payment

Terms are strictly cash on delivery unless a credit facility has been granted by Supa Ware Distributors (referred to herein as ‘the Company’)

2. Credit Terms

a. Credit will only be granted at the sole discretion of the Company, consequent upon the submission of a completed Application for Credit and any credit granted may be revised by the Company at any time at its discretion.

b. All accounts are payable strictly net 30 days from the date of each invoice

c. All credit sales are made upon the following Terms and Conditions. The Company reserves the right to withdraw credit facility upon breach by the customer of any of these terms and conditions. The customer herein agrees threat upon such withdrawal, any and all monies owing on the account become due and payable immediately.

d. If these terms and conditions are not strictly observed by the customer, the Company may in its absolute discretion, refuse to supply to the customer and the Company shall not be liable to the customer for any loss or damage the customer may sustain as a result of such refusal.

e. The costs of collection of any monies due and payable by the customer, including fees to any Collection Agency or Solicitor engaged by the Company shall be payable by the customer together with the interest at the rate of 2% per month on any outstanding monies due to the Company.
f. Any Account keeping fee of $25.00 per month will apply for any accounts which are outside of our Trading Terms

3. Pricing 

a. The company reserves  the right to vary quoted prices, without notice, in accordance with variations in currency exchanges rates, Government taxes and charges, import duties, transportation costs and any other cost, tax or charge of similar nature

b. Quoted prices do not include Government Sales Tax. When applicable, GST will be included in the net price at the appropriate rate.

c. All goods are sold ex-warehouse. Freight can be arranged for and on behalf of the customer, if required, without incurring any pricing disadvantages on sale or value of the goods. In such a case, the goods are at the customer’s risk from the time they leave the warehouse and in, no circumstances, shall the company accept any liability in relation to any transport arranged.

d. All prices are subject to change without notice.

e. Freight costs: A courier fee / transport fee and taxes will apply to all order under $500.00

4. Variation of Design

The Company reserves the right to, at any time, make such alteration to the specifications, design or construction of goods as the Company shall, at its own discretion, deem fit, provided that the goods remain of merchantable quality and, only if the customer has reasonably made known to the Company the purpose for which it requires the goods, the goods shall remain sufficient for such purposes. 

Discrepancies of change to the order - if any goods are not the same as the samples, photographs, or drawings supplied before an order and there is a 5% plus or minus variation. No responsibility will be taken for such occurrence or liability in the event of a cancellation.

Where the Company is acting as an agent for manufacture or supplier, the Company shall not be liable for any alteration or variation in the goods made by the manufacturer or the supplier.

5. Cancellation

a. For all orders over $1000.00a deposit of 30% will apply. If cancellation is made prior to the customer taking delivery of the said order no refunds will apply and the unwanted goods will remain the property of the Company.


No responsibility is taken by the Company if losses occur due to these changes.

b. Time Frames; if goods ordered by the customer from the Company are not delivered within the agreed time period, no liability or responsibility will be taken. The customer shall not cancel such an order without prior agreement in writing and in the event of this occurrence a fee if 15% of the total order may apply and the loss of the original deposit may also be applicable.

6. Currency

Where goods are imported into Australia, any adverse variation in the price arising from fluctuation in exchange rates between the date of the Buyer’s order and the date of payment by the Company will be to the Buyer’s account.

7. Force Majeure

If the performance or observance of its obligations the Company is prevented, restricted or affected by reason of a force majeure including strike, lockout, industrial dispute, raw material shortage, breakdown of plant, transport or equipment or any other cause beyond the reasonable control of the Company, the Company may, in its absolute discretion give prompt notice of such cause to the Buyer whereupon the Company is excused from such performance or observance to the extent of such prevention, restriction or affection. 

8. Charges beyond point of Delivery Quoted

Unless otherwise agreed in writing, the Company prepays freight, insurance, custom and import duties (if any), landing and delivery charges and all other charges in connection with shipment and delivery of the goods, then any such charges shall be to the buyer’s account.  The Company reserves the right to nominate the means of delivery.

9. Trade Marks 

Neither the Company’s agreement to sell goods to a customer nor the supply of goods to a customer shall confer any right upon the customer to use any trade mark of which the Company is the registered holder and, at all times; such trademarks remain the property of the Company.

10. Title

a. Title to all goods supplied by the Company remains with the Company and does not pass to the customer until payment is made by the customer for all goods supplied to it by the Company

b. Prior to title to such goods passing to the customer, the customer agrees to hold any goods delivered to it by the Company as a bailee.
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c. Notwithstanding sub paragraphs (a) and (b), the customer may sell any goods to a third party in the course of business and deliver them to that party provided that:
i) Where the customer is paid by that party, the customer holds the whole of the proceeds of sale on trust for the Company: and

ii) Where the customer is not paid by that party, the customer agrees to assign, at the option of the Company, its claim against that party to the company upon receiving notice from the Company that it requires such as assignment.

d. Prior to title in such goods passing to the customer or the goods being sold to a third party, the customer agrees to hold such goods as a fiduciary for the Company.

e. Prior to title to such goods passing to the customer or the goods being sold to a thirds party, the customer agrees to store those goods in a manner which clearly indicates that title to them remains with the Company.

f. Prior to title to such goods passing to the customer or the goods being sold to a third party, and notwithstanding that the title to such goods remains with the Company, the customer agrees to hold the goods at its risk and be liable to compensate the Company for all loss or damage sustained to the goods whilst they are in its possession.

g. Prior to title to such goods passing to the customer or the goods being sold to a third party, the customer agrees that the Company is able to enter upon the customer’s premises and retake possession of the goods.

h. The provisions of this clause apply notwithstanding that the Company may have allowed credit to the customer

i. Each of the sub paragraphs of this clause 9 shall be severable with the intent that the remaining sub paragraphs continue to have effect.

j. If the buyer damages, losses or destroys the goods in any manner or whether the goods are subjected to fire or and other incidents before title to the goods has passed, the customer shall be liable for payment in full of the said goods to the Company and the customer shall continue to be subject to these Terms and Conditions.

11. Guarantee

In addition to any warranty applicable by virtue of statute, the Company guarantees the goods against defect for a period of 12 months from the date of delivery to the customer. Should the goods prove to be defective within this period the Company will, at its discretion and provided that the defect is not due to the use, or misuse or installation of the goods or from fair wear and tear, replace or repair defective goods free of charge. If any item/goods are to be returned to the Company due to any defect they MUST be returned within 14 days of the date of purchase with proof of purchase.

12. Liability

The goods as set out in the Company’s specifications are only intended to reduce the risk of loss of and damage to property and entry to persons in , on or near the premises in which the goods are installed to the extent that is reasonably practicable by use of such goods.  The Company’s liability in relation to goods supplied shall extend only to the extent set out in clause 10. No liability shall be taken upon the Company in the event of the goods being misused, incorrectly installed or extended for use in any unlawful or criminal activity.

13. Complaints

Any complaints which the customer may have regarding goods supplied and/or including quantity amount or shortages by the Company failing to correspond with the goods ordered shall be made by the customer to the Company in writing within 24 hours of delivery.  If no written complaint is received by the Company within that time, the customer agrees that is shall not raise any complaint and shall be deemed to have accepted the goods delivered.

14. Return of Goods for Credit

The Company will only accept goods returned to it for credit by prior agreement or (subject to Clause 12) to the extent that goods supplied by the Company do not correspond with the goods ordered by the customer. Except in the case of goods incorrectly supplied, the Company will refund the purchase price or credit the customer’s account (as applicable) with the purchase price of the goods subject to an administrative charge of 20% of the purchase price of the goods.
